CONDITIONS FOR INCREASING THE COMPETITIVENESS
OF RUSSIAN GRAIN IN INTERNATIONAL COMMODITY MARKETS

Annotation

Article discusses the possibilities of increasing the competitiveness of domestic grain and,
first of all, wheat in international commodity markets. Relevance of considering this topic this
year is due to the fact that for more than a month a decrease in grain prices has been recorded, due
to expectation of increase in grain supplies to world markets. Taking into account the fact that
there is a rather sharp increase in demand for Russian wheat on international commodity markets,
prospects for wheat export growth in 2023 are quite good, but at the same time it is necessary to
take into account quite high competition from other countries, for example, Argentina, one of the
largest wheat producers in world, for which there were the risks of drought have been reduced,
and, consequently, expectations regarding the growth of grain supplies have been raised. Under
these conditions, important factor in increasing demand for Russian grain is to ensure its competi-
tiveness compared to other large producers, especially given that grain production volumes are
expected to be quite large this year, which entails drop in prices and decrease in value of futures.
In grain agricultural market, high competitiveness of Russian products is associated with presence
of high agricultural production potential (large area of fertile land, fresh water reserves), creation
of new technological base, however, in order to ensure the long-term competitiveness of industry,
it is necessary to activate the processes of modernization of fixed assets, development of new pro-
duction technologies, including digitalization of business processes, competent selection work.
