A comparative analysis of approaches and classifications is carried out, and their
reduction to a common system is proposed. Considering the roles of digital technologies for cre-
ative industries, a paradox of different approaches is revealed. The roles of the influence of digi-
talization in relation to creative industries are systematized. Discussion and conclusion. The
conducted analysis showed the importance of digital solutions both as a tool for the develop-
ment of creative industries, and as an infrastructure basis, and as an access tool, and as the com-
petencies of specialists for the creative industry. Moreover, digital solutions also act as a final
product for a number of groups. In this regard, further development prospects have been identi-
fied, which are based on the possibilities of further integration of digital solutions and conver-
gence of digitalization of processes and development of creative industries.

Abstract. Introduction. Transaction costs in the public sector are a crucial factor affecting
governance efficiency. This article examines the specifics of transaction cost formation in Russia,
China, and Brazil. The author analyzes institutional and technological aspects that determine the
level of costs, as well as mechanisms for their minimization. Materials and methods. The study is
based on a comparative analysis of governance systems in three countries. The key parameters
examined include bureaucratic processes, the level of inter-agency coordination, the degree of dig-
italization, and the impact of corruption factors. The research utilizes data from official reports,
academic publications, and international rankings assessing administrative efficiency. Research
results. In Russia, the high level of transaction costs is due to complex bureaucratic procedures,
insufficient coordination between government structures, and a low level of digitalization in some
regions. In contrast, China has significantly reduced costs due to centralized governance and the
active implementation of digital technologies, including artificial intelligence and blockchain sys-
tems. In Brazil, transaction costs remain high due to a decentralized governance system, social
inequality, and limited digitalization, especially at municipal level. Discussion and conclusion. The
comparative analysis revealed both common problems and specific barriers in each country. Based
on findings, recommendations have been proposed to reduce transaction costs in public sector.
Key measures include strengthening inter-agency coordination, accelerating digital transfor-
mation, and enhancing anti-corruption initiatives. This article will be useful for professionals in
public administration, economics, and digital technologies. Description of Evaluation Scale: A
scoring system (1-10) was applied for the quantitative analysis of transaction costs across coun-
tries: 0-2 points — Low transaction costs (effective governance system); 3-5 points — Moderate
transaction costs; 6-8 points — High transaction costs; 9-10 points — Critically high transaction
costs; Based on this approach, final assessments were formed for each factor and country.
