Abstract. Introduction. The relevance of the research topic is determined by the need to
integrate non-financial factors into the investment strategies of enterprises with the active im-
plementation of Environment, Social, Governance (hereinafter ESG) principles. The aim of the
research is to develop an algorithm of transformation of the methodology of evaluation of the
management system at the enterprises of the construction complex of Donetsk People's Republic
(hereinafter referred to as DPR) in the context of global development trends and implementation
approaches. Materials and methods. The author's methodology of management system evalua-
tion at the enterprises of the construction complex was used in the research. Special attention
was paid to the introduction of reliable environmental management systems, ensuring fair labor
practices, management transparency and public openness of reporting documentation. Research
results. To understand the roles and responsibilities of the administration of the implementation
process and the application of the methodology of evaluation of the management system at the
enterprise of the construction complex, a model for the distribution of the powers of responsibil-
ity of stakeholders was developed. Discussion and conclusion. The paper proposes and de-
scribes a cumulative approach to the transformation of the methodology of management system
assessment at the enterprises of the construction complex.

Abstract. Introduction. The article studies the issues of formation of intellectual property
management system at the present stage of development of Russia. The ways of intellectual
property management at the federal and regional levels, as well as at the level of individual
companies are analyzed. Materials and methods. The study is based on theoretical and statistical
methods of research. On the basis of a comprehensive analysis of existing problems of for-
mation of intellectual property management system. Descriptive analysis allowed to systematize
data from various scientific sources. The use of the method of comparative analysis allowed to
identify changes in theories and concepts in the field of management of intellectual property and
results of intellectual activity. The study of scientific publications, analytical and research re-
ports on economic, social and legal aspects of intellectual property management was carried out.
Research results. The analysis has shown that with the same formulation of tasks, the goals and
methods of building the intellectual property management system at different levels of manage-
ment are unsynchronized. A number of factors hindering the development of the intellectual
property management system were identified: instability of patent activity, lack of a system of
guaranteed remuneration of inventors, difficulties in terms of technology transfer system and
subsequent commercialization. The authors are of the opinion that a systematic approach to the
issues of intellectual property management should be carried out at all levels: state, regional,
sectoral, at the level of individual organizations. Discussion and conclusion. It is concluded that
the development of intellectual property management system is spontaneous, haphazard, and its
further development can be promoted by the adoption of regional strategies of intellectual prop-
erty management systems, synchronized in time, which will ensure the coherence and effective-
ness of regional intellectual property management systems, will contribute to the development
of the market of patent rights, results of intellectual activity and intellectual property.

Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the current problems faced by the oil-
producing industry of the Russian Federation, divided into groups of factors: foreign economic,
foreign policy, domestic, and environmental. The key vectors of potential development of the
industry are considered, which will reduce oil production costs, increase sales volumes in the
context of external restrictions, and resolve issues with the finite reserves of current fields.
Materials and methods. The statistical data are based on Rosstat reports, reports on the results of
the fuel and energy complex of the Russian Federation for 2023, as well as open sources. Based
on the application of methods of analysis, comparison, graphical interpretation of information, a
systems approach, the article analyzes the current state of the industry, considers problem areas
and development prospects. Research results. The main groups of factors that are considered as
problem areas are highlighted: foreign economic, foreign policy, intra-system, environmental. It
was revealed that factors within each of the groups have a mutual influence on each other: supply
and demand determine the price, price affects the size of investments. Unprecedented decisions in
the field of political restriction of access to European sales markets and the establishment of an
upper price threshold have created conditions for a total reorientation both to other consumers and
to other logistic sales channels. Discussion and conclusion. The solution to issues in the field of
technology lies in several planes: this includes stimulating the development and implementation of
new technological solutions. The formation of new strategic partnerships and economic ties allows
us to maintain third place in the world in oil production. The potential for digitalization of the oil
production industry to optimize production and reduce costs is also noted in this research.

The trend analysis method is used to de-
termine the increase in the labor market dynamics in 2023 compared to 2022. The regression
analysis method is used to identify the dependence of the state of the institution of social part-
nership in the regions of Russia on the employment of digital personnel and, in turn, their de-
pendence on the degree of involvement of regional enterprises in the Fourth Industrial Revolu-
tion. Research results. A trend of active development of the institution of social partnership in
the regional economy of Russia in 2023 was revealed, which showed that digital transfor-
mations in the regional economy of Russia do not have a clearly expressed destabilizing effect
on the labor market. A model of the development of the social partnership institution in the re-
gions of Russia in the context of the digital economy has been generated, revealing the patterns
of the conjuncture restructuring of the labor market in the context of the Fourth Industrial Rev-
olution. A forecast has been made for the development of the social partnership institution in
the regions of Russia until 2030, revealing the prospects for the development of this institution
associated with the expansion of opportunities for digital employment. Discussion and conclu-
sion. In contrast to examples from international practice, in the regional economy of Russia, the
Fourth Industrial Revolution does not restrain, but stimulates the development of the social
partnership institution. The author's recommendations for improving state regulation of the la-
bor market in the regions of Russia will ensure the comprehensive achievement of Russia's na-
tional goals until 2030-2036.

Abstract. Introduction. Currently, the trend towards higher education remains noticeable
in Russian society, and the training of highly qualified personnel is necessary for the develop-
ment of the socio-economic system of the state according to the desired scenario. This mediates
the interest in clarifying the current trends in higher education related to its popularity in Russia
as a whole, including in comparison with the situation typical of foreign educational systems
and the preferences of applicants. Materials and methods. The article analytically examines the
opinions of scientists and experts who analyze similar issues presented in the open press, on
their own scientific study of this topic, presented in earlier works, as well as on data from statis-
tical collections, reports, expert reviews characterizing the situation in the field under study and
the moods of potential students.

FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE FEC IN THE REGIONS OF RUSSIA
DURING THEIR TRANSITION TO SMART ENERGY

Abstract. Introduction. The study is intended to clarify the set of technological factors for
the transition to smart energy in the regional economy of Russia, taking into account the specif-
ics of its federal districts, as well as to forecast the prospects for the sustainable development of
the fuel and energy complex in the regions of Russia, subject to the optimization of the influence
of technological factors and the development of practical recommendations for this. Materials
and methods. Based on the statistics of RIA Rating on energy sufficiency and the statistics of the
HSE on the use of digital technologies in the regions of Russia in 2023, monitoring of the sus-
tainability of the fuel and energy complex in the regional economy of Russia was carried out by
federal districts in 2023. Using the methodology of factor analysis, economic and mathematical
modeling of the impact of the digital economy on the sustainability of the fuel and energy com-
plex for each federal district of Russia was carried out. Research results. The manifestations of
incomplete energy sufficiency threatening the sustainability of the fuel and energy complex in
all federal districts of Russia in 2023 have been identified. The technological factors of the tran-
sition to «smart» energy in the regional economy of Russia have been specified, the resulting set
of which is unique for each federal district. A forecast has been compiled that reveals the pro-
spects for sustainable development of the fuel and energy complex in the regions of Russia until
2030, subject to the optimization of the influence of technological factors. Applied solutions
have been developed for this optimization in each federal district through increasing the activity
of fuel and energy complex enterprises in using recommended digital technologies. Discussion
and conclusion. The final conclusion is that digital technologies are critical for the development
of smart power supply networks in all regions of Russia, but the set of technologies required for
this differs among federal districts. The author's developments and recommendations have
strengthened the scientific and methodological basis for the strategic transition of Russian re-
gions to smart energy by 2030.

Abstract. Introduction. In the context of globalization and rapid changes in the interna-
tional economic arena, regional economic policy becomes the most important tool for achiev-
ing sustainable growth and local economic development. Effective reforming of the economy is
impossible without taking into account the specifics and needs of individual regions, which
makes the adaptation of economic policy to local conditions an integral part of this process.
Materials and methods. The study used a comprehensive methodological approach combining
quantitative and qualitative methods of analysis. The main sources of information were the data
of official statistics, as well as research materials conducted by both international and domestic
experts in the field of regional development.

Materials and
methods. The article analyzes the data presented in scientific research and reports of analytical
agencies, statistical reviews, regarding the current state and forecasts of demographic character-
istics of the population in the federal districts of Russia, fertility rates and average age in a num-
ber of regions, the projected dynamics of population decline in the age range from 25 to 44
years. The data characterizing the relative flow of solvent demand to the regions since 2023, as
well as the active growth of sales in the segment of consumer goods, are analyzed. In order to
objectively consider the analyzed issues, the authors studied the opinions of specialists given in
the specialized literature on trends in consumer behavior and the need to take them into account
when working in regional markets. Research results. It is clarified that in regions where the con-
centration of young people is higher, it is advisable to actively use creative promotion concepts
and position products as novelties, whereas in regions with an older audience, focus on classic
promotion options and focus on familiar product positioning formats. It is emphasized that com-
panies need in-depth analysis of regional markets and adaptation of their marketing programs.
These data will make it possible to predict the demand for certain goods and services, taking in-
to account the demographic characteristics of the inhabitants of the regions, their preferences,
income levels, and the choice of certain producers. It is concluded that it is advisable for exter-
nal players to rely on such research to adapt their product and service offerings or to implement
joint efforts with a successful local market participant who is popular with consumers in the re-
gion and has in-depth knowledge of the preferences of the target audience. Discussion and
conclusion. Given the difference in the characteristics of consumers in different regions of
Russia, companies developing their activities in them should start from an understanding of
the situation close to working in foreign markets characterized by large differentiation of tar-
get audiences. This mediates the planning of targeted work in markets in different regions of
Russia, including the analysis and development of marketing interaction programs, analysis of
the current and projected demographic composition of the population, its income, and behavio-
ral trajectories.

The article examines the development of self-sufficiency relations
in goods at the household level, which, contrary to predictions about their fading away as well-
being grows, are transformed, receiving new forms of implementation. In this regard, the objec-
tive of the study presented in the article was to study the reasons that motivate households to
continue partial self-sufficiency in self-made products in modern conditions, including deriva-
tives from the growing technical equipment of households. Materials and methods. The combi-
nation of methods inherent in economic theory with empirical research methods from the arsenal
of statistical science made it possible to obtain a quantitative justification for a number of theo-
retical propositions. The emphasis is on self-sufficiency in services due to, firstly, the outstrip-
ping growth of prices for them compared to goods, which generates strong incentives to replace
outside supplies with independent production; secondly, a significant increase in the share of
services in the structure of household consumption. The empirical basis of the study was statisti-
cal data on Russian households. Research Results. It is noted that self-sufficiency for the pur-
pose of saving is widespread among the poorest of them. In relation to the rest, several socio-
economic forces are found to be in effect that impede the expansion of self-service in house-
holds. Discussion and conclusions. Two main forms of household self-sufficiency are identified:
the resort of poor households to subsistence farming in order to increase insufficient current
consumption and self-sufficiency within relatively wealthy households to improve the quality of
life in combination with cost savings. A decrease in the significance of the first form of self-
sufficiency is predicted with a consistent increase in the second form.

Despite the fact that there are
a number of features in the data on the structure and age of the population, the key group that
has a positive impact on the indicator of the internal regional product — the number of working-
age population — is steadily growing, and increased its importance even during the pandemic. At
the same time, analyzing the general economic indicators of Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous
District for the period under study, we can note an increase in investment in and an increase in
the values of fixed assets. An analysis of these indicators was carried out through regression
analysis and it was revealed how they affect the internal regional product. Discussion and
conclusion.
